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Read Write Inc
* Phonics is the method of teaching reading through the identification of
sounds and graphemes. This gives your child the tools to read any

word.
* All words are made up of individual sounds, these sounds are merged
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together to form words. e.g. in ‘mat” we have the sounds ‘m’ ‘a
* A grapheme is another name for the letters we use to write the sound.
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Handwriting phrases for helping your child to form letters

This works best if your child practises for a short time every day.

Show the picture side and air-write as you say the phrase.

. Ask your child to practise in the air with you.

. Using a sharp pencil and sat at a table, encourage your child to have a go.
Praise your child for their efforts.
